Behavior

m Behavior - an observable and measurable act of
an individual

® Examples of Behavior: pointing, referencing,
talking, hitting, playing, doing school work, etc.

m Behavior Analysts look at Behavior in terms of
excesses (doing too much of) and deficits (not
doing enough of)
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Applied Behavior Analysis (ABA)

® ABA is a set of principles and guidelines
(Analyze Behavior and then Apply particular
teaching instruction to change the behavior)

® Baer, Wolf and Risely (1967) outlined principles
and guidelines essential to an ABA-based

program

m Applied (change socially significant and relevant
behaviors to the person)

m Behavioral (clear/concise description of the
behavior)

® Analytic (collection of data showing evidence
that intervention is responsible for changing
behavior-functional relationship)

m Technological (described well enough that
others can duplicate)
